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SCHEME FOR TRAINING aAND REGISTRATION OF AYURVEDIC/UNANI BHAISAJY A
KALPAK (PHARMACISTS) IN U. P.

L. Alms and objects.—The following scheme for bhe training and registration of Ayurvedic/
Unani Bhaisajya Kalpak (Pharmacists)” is being introduced with a view to produce competent phar-
macy asgistants/compounders of a uniform standard tor Ayarvedic/Unani Pharmacies/Institutions
and Hospitals. The candidates, trained under this scheine shall be able to work efficiently as Com-
pounders and Pharmacists and discharge other duties in the hospitals, dispensaries or pharmacies.

£ 2. Regisiration.—A candidste who has imdergone the prescribed vourse of studies and train-
ing and has passed the final examination held at the e¢cd of the course shall be awarded a dip-
loma certificate of Ayurvedic/Unani Bhaisaj ya Kalpal (Pharmacist). Such cedtified candidate
shall be  eligible for registration by the Board of Indian Medicine, U. P. in the Register of Ayax-
vedic/Unpgni Pharmacists, Only registered Ayurvedic/Unani Pharmacists shall be given services
Iy Government and other aided Aywrvedic/Unani Hospitals, dispensaries, pharmacies and institu-
tions. ;

3.  Adniigsion qualifieation.—A) A candidate- sooking admission to this course must have
passed ITuferinediate Bxaminstion in Science (Biology Groap) of the Board of High School and
Tntermediate Education, U. P., or its equivalent. g

(B) But for the cowrse of Unani Pharmacist  candidate wmust have passed (Class 8th
(Junior High school Urda or aquivalent), i '

4. Age —A candidate muost be less than 17 years and not more than 25 years of age on the
first day of July of the year of admission o the course. :

5. Physieal fitness.—Lvery selected candidate for admission should be of sound health and
should not be suffering from any physical or mental disability, which renders him/her unfit for tihe
discharge of the duties of Aywrvedic/Unani Pharmacist. The candidate shall be medically examined
free of cost ut the training centre by a medical board constituted for the puipose by the head of
the ingtitution before admission to the course. )

6. Appiication for admission.—Every candidate shall be requirad 4o submit an application
In the preseribed form along with the required certificatos and mark-sheets to the Registrar, Board
of Indian Medicine, U, P.: 1 'uckno.\:;_

7. Mode of selection.—The applications for admission will be invited by Registrar, Board of
Indian Medicine, U. P., and selection will be done by him strictly on the basis of merit of the
qualifying examination. : i

8. Commencement of session and duration of eowurse.—The training session shall commence |
from July/Avzust every year. The course of academic training shall be of one and half year
duration witk a minimuny of 360 working days of 6 Yours each including practical training in a
well equipped hospital and pharmacy attached to the inshitubion or a recognised hospital pharmacy
allowed by the Board of Indian Medicine, U. P. !

(0) Recognibion of physical characters of chief crude drugs and chemical substie nces

(¢) Reading, translations and copying of prescriplions including checking of doses.
(d) Dispensing the preseriptions illustvating the methods of administering medicaments
(¢) Storage of drugs and medical preparabions.
(f) Method of preparing comuzon pharmaceitioal preparations and anupanas used in
medicine.
(9) Preliminary koowledgs of diseases and their freatment.
10. -~ Examingiion.—(a) At the end of the presegjbod course, and practical training there shall
be a final exa nhmtion,_ which will be of wiihbon and pracéical nature ag indicated in the scheme.
(6) Oaly sach candidates who produce certificate from the head of the institutions concerned
in proof of kaving completed the course of study regularly and satisfactorily and attending
not less than 75 per cent theory classes and not less than 80 per cent practical classes of each
subject shall be eligible for appearing at the final examination of Diploma in Pharmacy (Ayurve-
dic/Unani). ' }

Nores—(1) A regular record of both theory and practical class work and periodical examination eonducted in the ins-
titubion imparting training for Diploma in Ayurvedic/Unani Pharmacist course shall be maintained by the institution for
each student andg %0 per cent of the total marles for each subjoct in practical shall be alloited to these records.

(2) Cundidutos securing 75 per cent marks or above in aggregatu of theory wnd practical of any subject ov sub-
jects in Minal examination shall bo declared to have obtained distincbion i that subject/subjects provided the student passes
in all the subjects of examinabion in first attempt. The candidates shall not be classified in divisions. :

(3) Cendidains, who fail to appear dus to unavoidable circumstances or fails inoneor more subjects in finel
axamination, shuil be eligible to reappear at a subsegnent examination to be held i not less than thres months in the
subject or subjocts in which they fail to appear or fail at the previous examination. The candidates shall be required
to pass all the sabjects in four attempts failing which they shall be required to appear in all the subjocts of that
exasmination in tlw final or subsequent examination. s

12. There shall be two examinations. Firsb the final examination shall be held at the
end of the course ordinarily in December and subsequent examination after three months of he
final examination. W

13. Diploma Certificate in Ayurvedic/Unani Pharmacisi Course.—On complobion of the teaining
and passing final examination, Board of Indian Medicine, U. P. shall award a Diploma Certificate
in Ayurvedic/Unani Pharmacy to the successful candidates on payment of Rs.10 only.

15, Examination fee.—Bvery candidate appéaring in examination will be required to pay a
foe of Rs.100 for each examination, which is payable to Eegistrar, Board of Indian Medicine, U. P
The fee paid for an examination by a candidate who fails to pass or to present himself for the
examination sholl not be refunded or held over for a subsequent examination. The examination
fee deposited by a candidate will, however, be kept in reserve for a subsequent examination,
if ho io not able tv  appear at the examinalion foe reasons of hoalth being admitted in a recognised
hospital. The candidate shall, in such a case, subiuib immediately a medical certificate to the
Registrar  of the Board through the head of his trainiog centre requesting reservation of his
fee for subsequent examination.

If & candidate appears in only one subjectin the subsequent examination, be will have to
deposit Rs.50 only as examinatbion fee.

16. Registration.—(i) The Board of ludian Medicine, U. P., shall mainfain & registor ol
qualitied Ayurvedic/Unani Bhaisajya Kalpak (Pharmucists).

(ii) Every candidate who has obtained the DIPLOMA CERTIFICATE IN PHALMACY (AYUR-
VEDIC/UNANL) under these rules shall, on payment of « fee Rs. 40 be entitled to have his name
enrolled in the above register.

(iii) Every candidate who desires to have his nuiic envolled on the aforesaid register, shall
apply to the Registrar, Board of Indian Medicine, U. P, “in‘the prescribed form along with twe
recent photographs together with registration fee giving full particulars of information required
in the application form. He shall also submit along with his appplication an attested copy of the afore -
said certificate obtained by him from the Board.

(iv) Every candidate registered under these rules shall receive from the Registrar, Board of
[ndian Medicine, U. P., a certificate of enrolment in the prescribed form.

17. Uniform.—Students and teachers while working in hospital, laboratories and pharmacy
should compulsorily wear a white apron. '

15. Leave—Leave for not more than 45 days Jdurving the entire period of cowrse of 14
year be allowed to teachers and students in batches in addition to Sundays and gazetted holi-
days. Hospital, pharmacy and institution will observe gazetted holidays only, but cmergency will
reniain open even in holidays. }43

19. Attendance.—Attendance of teachers and students should be maintained for each
lecture, practical, pharmacy and hospital duty on separate registers. Attendance of hostellers
should be maintained separately. .

20. Working lours.—Students and teachers should worl in hospital and pharmacy from
$.00 am. to 12.00 noon and teaching and practical should be from 1,00 p.m. to 4.30 pan.

21, Treaiment and indoor admission fee.—50 paise fee per patient per month may be charged
from every new outdoor patient and Rs. 2 may be charged from a patient admitted in indoor wail
Easily available Ayurvedic/Unani drugs should be given free of cost while patients may be asled
to purchase themselves when costly Ayurvedic and Allopathic drags are needed.
